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We began the first Sunday of
Lent by reflecting on these words:
“To observe Lent is to strike at the
root of complacency. Lent—literally
“springtime” —is a time of prepara-
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As we journey through this
Lenten season I invite you to join me
in looking at the places in our indi-
vidual and congregational life where
we may have become complacent
and to imagine how we might pre-
pare ourselves to experience a
springlike rebirth.

I hope that the variety of Lenten
opportunities we have planned will
help us examine and reorient our-
selves. (These opportunities are de-
scribed elsewhere in this issue.) If
you have never participated in a
Lenten study or if you have been
away from worship services for
awhile, perhaps this would be the
perfect time to engage or reconnect.

During the month of March our
annual stewardship campaign will
unfold. This year we will have the
opportunity to gather in small groups
in members’ homes to talk honestly
about where we are as a congrega-
tion, including our financial situa-
tion.
